REPORTS:   Financials - Susan McFarland, Larson & Gross – presented in draft form because figures are needed from our audit and it is not finished.  Requested aging for next BOD meeting.  Question on whether or not 2005 tax report has been filed.

Motion to accept financials in draft form approved.

Introduction of Charlie Crabtree, Bookkeeper by Michelle Hancock.

A-Z Committee – 4 House plans approved, 2 tree cutting permits, 1 Ext of house that was in mitigation, 1 information on dock.  Asked them to look at trees cut on Fir.

Chair Report – Jeffrey Banks thanked all those that helped with the Brush and debris clean up from the storms from 1/23 to 2/3.

Water Manager Report - Notes from Steven Robinson, Foreman:  Employees are following correct procedures in getting problems taken care of.  In 2006 the County drafted a conservation water use which required 10% or less water loss.  This went in to final effect 1/22/07.  Mr. Surrat handed out an explanation packet.  Mr. Surrat addressed request for information from Mr. Hirsch with regard to water connection numbers being duplicated etc.  Mr. Surrat explained that our number is not used by the County and therefore has no bearing on their records.  He State is who keeps final numbers of our total water connections.  Mr. Surrat again informed BOD that his temporary license expires and Mike Terry has WDM2 and we should notify the State of this so we are always in compliance.

Correspondence – Moved to next month.

Reed Lake Committee – Discussion on many areas of Small Water Study, Introducing the sterile carp, we should do environmental gardening.

Community Composting  - Motion to go forward with purchase of ecology blocks etc. for composting area.   Michelle Hancock will talk to maintenance staff regarding signage, gates etc.  BOD wants abandoned vehicle removed from this area.  County and Sheriff have been notified.  Follow up will ensue.

Recreation Report – Lee Johnson will get basketball hoops put up as soon as weather permits.  It has been too wet.  Maintenance Foreman to put sign on playground equipment that it is damaged and could be dangerous until repaired.  Approval for Maintenance staff to purchase wood and repair equipment.  Maintenance Foreman to get 3 bids on roofs for Pool House and Clubhouse.  These should be separate bids as some work may be done in house.

Also get bids on flooring and infrastructure on office building.  These should be presented to BOD for March meeting.

Motion to approve minutes of December as corrected and January as presented approved.

There were no recommendations to fine.

New Business:  spoke of curtailing teens for the summer.  County rules prevail.

Unfinished  Business – WDM2 list was provided and 25 more brochures will be sent out immediately.  Interview possible of Water & Wastewater Services proposal.
