Community Composting  - None same reason as above.
Recreation Report – Lee Johnson – Recreation committee met and assisted with fishing derby.  Basketball hoops to be installed soon.  Clean and fill cracks in tennis court to be done.  Practice boards for tennis court needs 11 pcs. of plywood and supporting woods.  Want to have a fund raiser and youth night once a month during summer.  Walking groups marked as to distance covered. Motion made to obtain a new credit card from Skagit State Bank for Office Manager, Stephen Grieser with a credit limit of $5000 and that we also approve Stephen Grieser as an Authorized Individual on both the new account created in his name as well as the Credit Card account ending in 8551.  Approved.  

Motion made to remove Thomas Burris as signer on any and all Glenhaven accounts Approved.

Motion to accept Stan Roe as assistant to Treasurer to assist in Updating banking resolutions, and get better interest on accounts as stated in Article 7, Section 5 Approved.

Motion to accept Mt. Baker Roofing at $3,547 plus taxes to tear off and re-roof pool house Approved.

Steve Grieser taking care of getting pool help, lifeguards etc. discussed.  Mr. Grieser will be away from the office on April 22 and 23.  Pool Operating Training to be held in Bellingham with Steven, Michael and Rick attending 4/19.
