2008 PIPE REPLACEMENT INFORMATION
In 2007, in order to comply with Washington State Department of Health, the GLC Board hired Wilson Engineering to develop a leakage reduction strategy for the Glenhaven Lakes Club water distribution system.

They determined that the water mains with the lowest life expectancy should receive priority for replacement. Currently water main lines in Glenhaven consist of three types; galvanized steel, asbestos cement and PVC.  Existing galvanized steel mains were installed without adequate bedding material and have been in service much longer than the typical 20 year life expectancy.  For these reasons the galvanized steel mains received the highest priority for replacement.
This summer, the GLC Maintenance Department will replace approximately 1,900 feet of galvanized steel mains.  Every effort will be made to minimize the inconvenience to the members and to notify individual households of any service interruptions. This work will take place on the following roads:
· OAK PLACE - Completed
· MAPLE PLACE

· LAKEPOINT PLACE - Completed
· TROUT PLACE

· RIDGEWAY PLACE - Completed
September 16th:  Maple Place and Trout Place will be completed this week.  Short term service interruptions may occur.  This will finalize the planned pipe replacement for this year.
