J.J. Abelite, is a litigating attorney in community, has copy of lawsuit complaint, can answer questions.  Will give out to anyone who requests copy, as it is public information. Told him it would be dealt with in Executive Session.

Dave Olson – Thanked BOD for their work.  Complimented Steven Grieser.  Why is lawsuit on Executive Session?  Please explain.  Jeffrey Banks stated we are following the natural course of legal matters.  Mentioned possibility of brainstorming session at appropriate time for community.  

Changes to Order of Agenda:  Move 4C7 to C1.  New 2008 Budget.

Motion Robinson, 2nd Wilson – Passed

II. Executive Session began 9:17 to discuss legal issues.  Ended at 11:06a.m.

Motion Wilson to instruct attorneys to appeal lawsuit by January 20, 2008, 2nd Lozar

No discussion, Vote 4-2 against - Failed.
III. Approval of Minutes – Motion Wilson to approve December 2007 minutes with changes, 2nd Hancock, 3 abstentions – Passed.
(Julie Major serves as interim recording secretary from 11:15am to adjournment)

IV. General Reports
A. A&Z (Stan Roe):  Approved 2 fence permits, 2 tree cutting permits, 1 CCR violation, with arrangements to correct.

B. Chair (Jeff Banks):  Commends Deborah and Eric for their service to GLC and recommends formal recognition.

C. Treasurer (Michelle Hancock):  2008 budget proposal discussed.  BOD would like to have two separate budgets reflecting clear delineation between Water and Operations.  GM will work on revisions and BOD will revisit at Feb meeting.  Balance sheets reviewed.  Will consult accountant regarding tax implications of funding and/or consolidating capital accounts.  Receivables are significantly reduced since GM came onboard.  
D. Recreation (Lee Johnson):  Good volunteer participation and financial contributions.  Goal is to have one activity per month.  Holiday party was successful.  Thanks to South Whatcom Fire Dept for lighted truck, Santa, etc.  

E. General Manager (Steve Grieser):  L&I rates decreased 10% from no claims.  Sanitary report normal.  DOH rules require smaller mesh fence around pool.  Glenhaven Homes website has outdated, confusing info, will follow up.  Maintenance crew improved shop with storage loft.  No new water hookups, 4 leaks repaired, water samples normal.  Accountant recommends review of 2006 books, rather than full audit.  Motion Wilson, 2nd Robinson to direct accountant to conduct review of 2006 books – Passed.  Robinson compliments new stairway on backdoor of office.  

V.  Unfinished Business: 
Covenants restrict livestock, including dogs (except service animals) on any GLC property.  Policy 070704, allowing dogs under control on GLC property is in direct conflict with Covenants.  Motion Wilson, 2nd Hancock to amend policy, disallowing dogs (except service animals) on GLC property – Passed.  Will get info what it takes to change Covenants (2/3 membership vs. simple majority).
Wilson would like to see rate study status added as regularly occurring item to agenda.

VI. New Business:

Discussion about agenda for GLC Annual Meeting. Will set final agenda at Feb. meeting.  

Discussion about Glen Roads.  Tree questions go to AZ committee then to Glen Roads.  

Discussion about updating Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws.  Wilson would like to proceed with information gathering on revising by-laws, as recommended by attorney Thulin.  Many are outdated and in conflict with current Washington law.  GM will work on this.
