Board Meeting Minutes 

April 12, 2008

Call to Order: at 9:00 AM by Lin Wilson, Vice  Chair.

I. A:
Open Forum:   Karla Mueller  – Talked about the Community Garage Sale not being advertised.  Lin advised to get the dates to Steve Grieser and we will help promote.

Mothers Day flyers have been passed out.

Julie Brock -  Spoke of a swimming pool issue. Wants to know if daughters, not 18, can sit at back tables doing homework during 11-12 lap swim for adults.  Lin said we would put on agenda for next month under Unfinished Business.

Michael Lozar – Wanted the status of By-law revisions & when will they be ready for community vote.  Lin stated they are with the attorney and in process.  M. Lozar stated that as the water system funds are tied in to the re-write, we should try to get a definite deadline.  Was told the Pipe line (water) repairs are on today’s agenda.  Asked if low cost loans for water system have been followed up on.  Was informed that Steve Grieser and John Simmons have talked to a representative from the Dept. of Agriculture, Rural Development.  M. Hancock stated grant instead of loan at BOD meeting.  Informed that a grant is not available.

B. Changes to Order of Agenda – 1)  Move 5a, Mark Downen, Washington Dept. of Fish & Wildlife to follow Acceptance of Changes to Order of Agenda.

2)  Move Executive Session to follow carp session.

3) Add Capital Request and Pool Decking to New Business.

MOTION TO ACCEPT CHANGES TO ORDER OF AGENDA MADE AND 2ND. – PASSED

5a:
Mark Downen – Received Grass Carp (sterile) request.  Reed Lake is approaching size of lake that would require Integrated Management Plan.  Carp have food preferences.  They like leafy, hi caloric plants and not stem, cellulous plants.  If it were a man made water and not public, it would be rubber stamped and approved.  Campbell Lake is now being monitored. The law states a policy, he recommends we adhere to recommendations for the 20 acre lake.  The submerged plant life, which the carp will eat, may affect Cain Lake.  For 5 acres – 50 grass carp have been approved.  We will need evaluation or monitoring and suggested we contact Leo Bodensteiner and Robin Matthews, at WWU Huxley College.  

Vertical temperature controls and monitoring of chemicals of the lake water must be done.  We need to pull up weeds to check abundance and identify weed species.

Must limit phosphorous near the lake as buffers and use substrate barriers to prevent further growth.  Area must be screened off from Cain Lake.

Approvals are:  First fish by Mark, then habitat by wildlife biologist then SEPA approval.  Should take about 30 days.  There will be a determination of non-significance and we are on track to meet the June 15 deadline for receiving carp.

Carp can be restocked every 5 years.  The life expectancy is 10-12 years with the first 2-3 years being the best for gorging themselves.  But may be affected by predators (eagles, heron, etc..  When they get to be 20 pounds, they eat to maintain only.

At Surrat stated the pipe under the road needs to be checked along with the screened box over the end going to Cain Lake area.  Dept. of Ecology may have to check screening.

II. Approval of Minutes – Motion made and 2nd to approve minutes as written.  Approved.

VI a:
Pool Decking – The concrete has decayed.  It had been patched and epoxy used.  Health Dept. would not approve as is.  Pool is also cracking and may need repairs in next few years.  Motion Hancock, 2nd, to approve use of #3 dry deck interlocking panels, hopefully of flexible type with non skid surface, made for outdoor use.  Approved.

5 minute break

Capital Requests – Motion Robinson, 2nd, to approve staff doing the 5 roads, in house, to change out 2” galvanized at the cost of $30,000 + _ - Approved

In house staff to replace 2 inch galvanized water mains on 5 streets with HDPE pipe at an estimated cost of $30,000 +-. Scheduled streets include Lakepoint, Trout Pl, Maple, Ridgeway and Oak.
Motion Robinson, 2nd, to approve Capital Requests as stated up to $10,000 – Approved.

Requests include a Hole Hawg Boring Machine, a Pipe Fuser for jointing HDPE water pipe and improvements to the Short Way Maintenance Material Storage Area.

VII. Executive Session – 12:00.m. – 12:35pm.

Michelle Hancock left 12:35pm.

III. General Reports – Recreation  – Made by Steve Grieser – Recreation Committee will support Fishing Derby.  Mothers Day Tea set for Friday and Saturday.  Similar event scheduled for Fathers Day.

A-Z – 3 tree cutting requests, 1 shed, 1 fence.  Discussed containers to be considered as sheds. Letter from neighbor, living in trailer, they wrote a letter explaining.

Manager Report – Steve Grieser – Water software $300, was no good, returned and we were reimbursed.  Working on rate study. – Compiling capital expenditures over next few years.

Water and dues billing went out.

Drainage Ditch – Steve Grieser met with Beth Henry.  County came out and are taking responsibility for area next to the road.  No plated drainage easement located or written.  Has come up in the past.  Pulled property files and ditch was built in vacant lot next door.  Will put some rock around culvert end.

Water Maintenance Report – 1 service, 4 leaks, replaced hydrant.7 line markings, water samples came back approved.  Will read meters this month.  Website has been standardized and community events added and kept up.

IV. Correspondence – Letter from Carbon, no reply needed.

V. Unfinished Business – Glenroads Update:  At Glenroads meeting a board was elected.  Glenhaven Article 6 mentions Articles of Glenroads but looks like all Glenhaven.  Secretary of State may have other records.  Bylaws state social and maintenance organization whose purpose can be changed by majority at annual meeting.  Dues set my majority of their Board of Trustees.  Norm Lewis proposed to pave loop by tanks.  New members chose not to do that.  Glenhaven owns 20 + - lots in Glenroads area and we pay our dues.  Next meeting to be held Saturday, May 19th at 1pm and will discuss how to spend funds for next year.  Will ask Lee Johnson to attend meeting.
