Board of Directors Meeting

August 9, 2008

PRESENT:  Jeff Banks, Chair, Lin Wilson, Vice Chair, Connie Robinson, Secretary, Stan Roe, David Holmstrom and Julie Major, Board Members, Absent:  Michelle Hancock, Treasurer.

I. Call to Order:  Jeff Banks at 9:00am.  Greg Thulin sends his apologies for not being able to attend meeting as scheduled.

A. OPEN FORUM – Michael Lozer, regarding an Article on increased fees at Sedro Woolley.  Should tie in to connection fees and dues.  Thanks the BOD for being pro-active on pipe repairs.  Amended Articles to include new fees.  Members could adjust water fees by a vote as “buying into the system”.  Commends  BOD for diligently pursuing amending Bylaws and Articles of Incorporation.

Lin Wilson asked him to expound on changes by vote of members rather than BOD decision.

There is some thought of bias by BOD and vote by members would take that pressure off the BOD.  All prices have gone up; raising to $3000 for connection fee by transferring burden to membership by their voting.  This could raise the water connect fee to what others have paid.

David Holmstrom brought up that GLC is to be funded by dues.   Steve Grieser explained that this is all being addressed by rate study, revision and later discussions. 

Tava Hirsch – Accolades to pool people.  It is cleaner than she has ever seen and looks great.  Need a mirror in the ladies dressing room.

Michael Lozar – Agreed on pool looking great.

Rick Beede – guest, not members, own property directly across from GLC.  Accompanying Andrea Gregory.

Laura Beede – Here to understand problems between Andrea and David Holmstrom.

Andrea Gregory – Very happy with David Holmstrom building next door and did not give permission for tree removal or other trespassing.  Thank BOD for trying to resolve problems.  Said David Holmstrom told her if she wanted any trees removed, he would assist her under his permit.  Was given no permission.  He said he needed her decision quickly.  Again thanked BOD for help in taking care of GLC and assistance in her problem.

Changes to Order of Agenda:   Lin Wilson stated that the discussion of a legal issue of Dave Heenan lawsuit last month in Executive Session, was a misunderstanding and wants the discussion to be put on the agenda under correspondence, Letter from Dave Heenan dated June 12, 2008.

II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES – Motion made and 2nd to approve minutes of  July 12, 2008 Board Meeting. – Passed.

III. COMMITTEE REPORTS – A-Z – John Hirsch –  At the meeting on 8/2 the container problem was addressed again. Drove by and looked at some un-maintained lots.  No violations issued.

Lin Wilson asked to re-visit dogs and weeds.  Steve Grieser said he expects a resolution on same.

Letter from Fir neighbor with complaint, no action taken.

Tree cutting issue between Mrs. Gregory and David Holmstrom reviewed by A-Z committee.    He said he is issuing a violation which can be appealed with appeal coming to BOD meeting possibly next month.  
CHAIR REPORT – To ensure GLC members/employees properly record anti-harassment incidents as they occur – the Glenhaven Clubhouse, Pool office and business office will house Resolution 06-09-01 and Incident Report Forms.

This Chair maintains a zero tolerance for any form of harassment, coercion, malice and/or threats perpetrated against our members or employees.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Michelle Hancock, absent.  There were no questions on the financial reports.

REED LAKE REPORT – Lin Wilson, There has been no weed cutting this year.  Carp are due this week.

RECREATION REPORT – Steve Grieser.  Committee met twice.  Youth Field Day is 8/16.  There will be field games and a hot dog roast.  Sept. 7, Old Fashioned Picnic.  September 13, Fire Association Picnic.

GENERAL MANAGER REPORT – Last month Ravenheart was to be asked to come to this BOD meeting but could not attend.  Will come to September meeting.

Resident made a donation to the Maintenance crew for their assistance and John Simmons took staff to lunch with the remainder of funds going into the bank.  Board members and staff are repeatedly told how the maintenance crews go above and beyond to assist residents.

Will tag 2nd quarter water payments.

New pool schedule is working great.

Pipe replacements have started.  Will begin with Lake Point Place and Oak.  It is going very well with 600’ of pipe layed in 6 days, on budget.

There were no new services, 3 leaks, 5 line markings, water testing, 7 door tags and the meters were read.

Rate Study is waiting for leak detection information.

IV. CORRESPONDENCE -  Letter from Kristi Brooks, regarding Adult Swim reinstatement, age of “adult” , developmentally disabled “language”.  To be answered by Secretary.

Letter from Dave Heenan – Dave Heenan states there is confusion on judges opinion on lawsuit.  Article 14 applies.  When you fund equally, you have no problem.  BOD sets fees, members set dues.  We all have same co-ownership of Glenhaven.  Is having dues and water fee legal according to our Articles?

He feels that it shifts authority on who can set fees.  Wants this to stay with members.
