Needs sorting out with clarification on the trial period.  Adults want their swim hour.  Perhaps children could alternate between morning and evening adult swim.  Please discuss, end the trial period or correct the problems.

Gary Brock – It took 3 months to get lap swim for children.  Children do lose course.  Ropes are expensive but could help.  His 13 yr. old was in tears after being threatened by the child with disability’s mother.  His family made up 6 lap swimmers yesterday.

Mark Johns – Lives on Brook Lane.  If on a payment plan it should be ok to use the facilities (swim pool).  He needs a little monetary help.  Is there anything we can do?

We also have a policy that we must stand behind that says no.

General Reports – A-Z – John Hirsch – Sent letters to those using containers as storage.  Discussed drainage, vehicles, gravel etc. on property that might be used as a business.  Sent letter stating that no business’s are allowed. Solid metal steel barrier fences are not allowed.  Discuss problems with neighbors to co-exist.  Tree house on Summit with no permit. Reed Lake – Steve Grieser – Fish are on order.  Dr Robyn Matthews discussion was held July 11th.  Reed Lake is in good shape on samplings.  There is 1 area of concern, Blue Green Algae bloom late in summer.  Can cause a problem if too many weeds are eaten by the carp.

Recreation Report – None

General Manager – Steve Grieser – 3rd quarter mailing went out. 

Pool party was a large success.

Have a new copy machine on lease in office that has copy, scan, fax and does color. 

New phone list for A-Z members handed out.  

Steve attended a 1 day Access class.  

Gave the Crime Statistics for the 3 months April thru June.  

Water System Update – Hiring temporary employee as laborer and getting permits.  Should begin August 13 or sooner.  

Leak Detection is set up for August 11 and 12.  

Pump house wall and roof will be repaired end of August with Office remodel to be started in October when rains begin. 

Short Way – drainage installed and ecology blocks will be put in end of this month.  

Rate Study gets pushed out due to leak detection etc.

Water System – 3 services, 3 leaks, 9 line markings, read meters, water samples taken and pool checked, cleaned each morning.

Insurance Update – Increase D & O, Vehicles – cancelled collision, removed old backhoe.  Did not add pollution and earthquake for roads.  New total not available this date.

Document Revision Update – Greg Thulin to come to August meeting.  Has until September to finalize with Town Hall meeting to be scheduled for October.  Steve G to talk with Greg Thulin for clarification, red line, side by side writing of the new Articles/Bylaws to bring the two together for comparison, understanding.

Pathway from Clubhouse to pool to be repaired.

V. Unfinished Business –  Glenroads Report – John Hirsch.  Had meeting June 21st, 4 Board and 4 General members present.  Brought up insurance issue with Board to be included on GLC policy.  

Weed trim to be done on vacant lots.  Will hire out to local contractor.  Will notify residents of Div. 10 and 11 and notice on website.

Per Steve G, seriously think about doing the road up to the tanks also.  Looking into getting experts to talk about that road and what actions are needed and the costs involved.  

Want community input and a flyer will go out to discuss relationship between GLC & Glenroads.  Need more research and input and no decisions were made.

Next meeting August 16 at 9am.

Michelle Hancock discussed 60ft. easement on trees, driveways, etc.  Steve G and John S. to come up with policy to be agreed upon by GLC and Glenroads.  Michelle states Glenroads Board being very serious and committed to their jobs.

Letter from Dave Heenan of June 12. – Connie Robinson asked the Board members to re- read this letter for later discussions.

 New Business – Stan Roe regarding the letter from C.C. Ravenheart & “Mapping Your Neighborhood”.  Michelle Hancock states that Block watch tries creating block areas for a phone tree with little success.  Stan will call this person and find out what it is all about and if warranted, invite to give a presentation at the next meeting.
