Easement request for ingress/egress to property to be built on Rainbow Drive.  Resident is exploring other options and Steve Grieser directed to handle.

Air Pro Mechanical Savings Agreement – Proposal to rebate to GLC a percentage of costs for any resident who uses their services.  Secretary to issue letter stating there will be no collaboration at this time.

Water main breaks – Wilson requested data on location and cost of repair of water main breaks in recent years.  Steve will research and present available data.

Water jurisdiction of waterway – Beth Henry – Ditch approximately 120x4 feet  that water runs through is full of silt.  Who is responsible for cleaning?  Steve Grieser will call county and check.  All are frustrated as this does not show on individual parcel map and Mrs. Henry says it is not on legal description of property.  Tabled to next month Unfinished Business.
