EXCESSIVE NOISE WARNING

In Glenhaven, the laws restricting noise are established by Whatcom County under County Code 9.40 and are enforced by the Whatcom County Sheriff’s Department. It shall be unlawful for any person who owns, leases, operates or is otherwise in control of any premises to willfully make or continue, or cause to be made or continued, any loud or unusual noise which disturbs the peace or quiet of any neighborhood or which causes discomfort or annoyance to any reasonable person of normal sensitiveness residing in the area. 

The standards which shall be considered in determining whether a violation of the premises of this code exists shall include, but not be limited to, any one or more of the following:

A. The volume of noise;

B. The intensity of the noise;

C. Whether the nature of the noise is usual or unusual;

D. Whether the origin of a noise is natural or unnatural;

E. The proximity of the noise to residential sleeping facilities;

F. The density of the inhabitation of the area within which the noise emanates;

G. The time of the day or night the noise occurs;

H. The duration of the noise;

I. Whether the noise is recurrent, intermittent, or constant. 

People violating the above restrictions will be reported to the Sheriff’s office. A violation of any provision of this code shall constitute a misdemeanor.
